As the HOT training for 2010 came to 

an end, there were a lot of ideas and 

suggestions to help our Chapter ride and 

have fun. There will be articles printed 

from those who went to the training in 

the coming issues. This monthôs topic is 

about having more fun at our meetings, 

starting with shorter ones especially 

during riding season. In July the meet-

ing will be a stand-up meeting at the 

dealership then a great ride. Another 

way to shorten the meetings is to have 

only two or three topics covering the most important issues of the 

month.  This idea was learned not from HOT but from attending a 

meeting at a dealership on day three of our training. 

 

All of these and other ideas will be put into practice throughout the 

year. The ride and have fun (RF) factor is the most important right 

now. After all of the meetings and networking at the training, Kym 

and I were heading out to do just that. Getting up Sunday morning 

loading all extra gear into Bob and Cheriôs truck (seems a little snow 

was too much for some), we were headed for seven days of RF factor. 

Heading southeast with Tempe, Arizona, my daughterôs place, as the 

destination along with every place along the way. First stop was Salt 

Lake City a mere 560 miles for our first day and it seems there is not 

a lot to see between Reno and Salt Lake just desert and 80 mph road. 

We set the cruise control at it seemed like we were flying but soon 

settled into enjoying all the miles as they went by. On our second fuel 

stop we met up with a ñDevilôs Discipleò coming back from his break 

in his ride on his first brand new HD, a blacked-out Street Bob. He 

was a very nice and cordial man quite proud of his ride. As we talked 

the offer went out to me to swing my leg over and have a seat; it was 

hard and did not have the comfort of my Road King. It was then that 

he looked at Kym and said ñMama donôt like the seat very muchò as 

my hand was larger than the backseat and about as thick, but he was 

happy. Saying our goodbyes, it was back on the road. As we pulled 

into the Salt Lake area the snow- covered mountains were majestic 

and the lake beautiful, and we found a cheap motel and the location of 

our first dealership for the next day. It would open at 9:00 am so we 

were off to the jacuzzi to relax. As the day dawned it was looking 

good, but heated gear was needed going to the first of three dealer-

ships towards Bryce Canyon. My GPS doesnôt always know exactly 

where to go but will get us close. Lots of beautiful roads--US 89 has 

many twists and turns--as this trip was not planned to the exact route 

just from here to there. Some need an exact route and when more than 

one bike is involved it is needed, but in our case itôs time to stop for 

the night when we feel like it.  

Monday night it is in Panguitch, Utah on historic US 89 just 20 min-

utes from Red and Bryce Canyons. While fueling up and talking to 

the locals, we found a place to stay and have dinner. As Tuesday 

dawns the weather is warmer and clear and Bryce Canyon awaits. 

Sometimes this earth reveals its beauty in a whole new way. The col-

orful and sculptured mountains are awe- inspiring, around every turn 

a new colorscape or valley to marvel at with so much red to blue still 

accented by snow in all the right places. As we rode through Red 

Canyon there were so many colors of red and spring showed with 

blooming wildflowers. At home the weather was not good but here 

spring was in its full glory and summer will soon turn it back into 

dead desert, so our timing was perfect.  

As the day rolls by, the next dealership on the GPS points towards 

Zion near Zion National Park. It looks like we should arrive around 

5:30 but it looks as though we can make one more stop before finding 

a place to stay for the night. Upon arriving, the dealership seems to be 

busy with plenty of their local chapter members in the store. As I 

started talking with them I discover there is a chapter meeting starting 

at 6:00 and my thought is what a great way to learn about other chap-

ter meetings. Kym and I attend along with six others who were just 

traveling through.  After leaving HOT, we wanted some new ideas for 

our meeting. Again we mount up and head closer to Zion National 

Park for the night. The problem I had was I didnôt want to spend over 

$60 for the motel and, if you are too close to your target destination, 

$100 dollars is not enough. So we ride back 30 miles to the last town 

where $60 motels are all around. Subway is just across the street mak-

ing dinner and breakfast healthy and easy.  

The weather was warm and beautiful Tuesday morning and Zion Na-

tional Park awaited. The sights and colors cannot be fully described 

by me or even all the pictures we took. This was Kymôs favorite place 

we visited and it is a definite destination. If we hadnôt had to be in 

Tempe by Thursday evening, we would have turned around at the end 

of the park and went through the other way. Then as time moves and 

light conditions change, back again with all new views. I donôt think 

one day is enough in this amazing park with twisting curves and its 

awesome tunnel; it is truly one of Godôs greatest creations.  

As the trip has many more miles to go with more severe weather con-

ditions in our future, itôs off to the Grand Canyon.

I feel it is important that these basic group 

riding guidelines be reviewed by our riders 

to insure our all of our safety since this is 

the beginning of our riding season.  

On a very recent ride I personally observed 

some riding position maneuvers that 

clearly went against what we agreed to as 

being safe so I want to call everyone's at-

tention to items #3 and #11 below.  I might add that the crossover 

maneuver was done by a new rider in our group even though we had 

addressed it in our pre-ride meeting. 

Safety issues are all our responsibility to put into practice, not just the 

officer's responsibility to talk about.  The full animation referred to 

below is posted in the Safety area on our Forum under Group Riding 

Skills:   

This list describes some of the group riding skills that we use on our 

rides. This is not a substitute for our Group Riding Class and it is 

strongly recommended that you take this class before you join us on 

any of our rides. That said, here are some of the important points 

about how we ride together: 

1.  We obey all traffic rules. 

2.  We ride in staggered formation, 2 seconds behind the bike directly 

in front of us, 1 second behind the bike to our     left or to our right. 

The safe riding distance is 2 seconds. 

3.  We fill gaps by moving directly ahead. We NEVER cross in 

front of the path of the bike behind us, except during passing. 

4.  When making a turn or passing, check your mirrors. Both of them. 

5.  This animation illustrates how we pass a car on a divided highway. 

You can play, stop, and restart these animations as many times as you 

like.  

Here are some things to look out for: 

 a) We never take the slot occupied by the passing bike until 

that bike completes the pass. He might need to  come back. 

 b) We pass as individuals after checking both mirrors and 

doing a head check. 

 c) After passing, pull far ahead of the car to keep it from 

slowing down and ruining the ride for your buddies  behind you. 

 d) Always pass on the left! 

6.  Changing lanes is less tricky. Sometimes the sweep will clear the 

road behind to make this maneuver easier, but don't count on it. 

Changing lanes to the right is similar.  

7.  Taking turns in a group requires that you be skilled enough to feel 

comfortable negotiating and carving turns at the posted speed limit or 

above. We ride through the turn staggered in a group, but we don't 

violate the space to the side of the bike in front of us, in the event they 

need to do an emergency maneuver.  

If you've taken a Team Oregon class (if you haven't, you really 

should) you may have learned the OUT - IN - OUT rule demonstrated 

in the animation below: 

The white lines in front of the bike show the moving straight line that 

is available to you through the turn if you need to straighten up and 

stop suddenly. You always stop straight up, with your handlebars 

square, to take advantage of the tires' maximum traction. Straighten 

up first - then slow down. Notice how these straight lines don't imme-

diately cross the double yellow lines or the edge of the road, giving 

you some braking distance before you get in real trouble.  

We ride similarly in a group, except that we stay in our half of the 

lane through the turn. The following animation demonstrates this: 

However, notice that the 5th bike is following the path taken by the 

solo rider in the first animation. Since we don't violate the space to the 

side of the bike in front of us, the group was able to handle this less 

experienced rider, but he really should go get some practice so he can 

take turns like the others in the group, which brings us to the next 

pointé 

8.  If you are a new member, new to riding, new to group riding, or 

are not yet skilled 

enough to be able to take a turn at the posted maximum safe speed 

limit, or higher, then 

PLEASE ride in the rear or the last group. This will let you and others 

in the group enjoy 

the ride more.  

9. We ride in a group as individuals. We ride within our own skill 

ability & comfort 

zone. If you get caught in a situation where you are uncomfortable 

with the speed of the 

bikes around you, then ride at the speed that you are comfortable 

with. If you need to pull 

over and stop, then scan ahead for a safe location, signal your intent, 

and do so. See #10 

and #11 below.  

 

10. We always use our turn signals. We also use hand signals and 

these will be described 

by the road captains before the ride. They are also taught in our Group 

Riding class.  

11. We NEVER leave anyone behind. That's why we have a sweep 

road captain. He/she 

will help you or help 

you to get help. Check 

your mirrors often! If 

you notice the person 

behind you is missing, 

then please wait at a 

safe and visible loca-

tion at the next turn to 

help that person find 

us. The following ani-

mation shows what we 

call the bread crumb 

(or cookie crumb) 

method:
